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MoHud Flaggers At The Mobil1 12 Hours of 
Sebring Races  by EJ Smith

Why did the chicken try to cross the track? Apparently because it escaped from Dodge 
City during the Mobil 1 12 Hours of Sebring race weekend this past March.  Confused? 
Read on...
Ever since our Flag Chief, Rich Alexander, talked me into becoming a flagger, he has 
sung the praises of flagging at the 12 Hours of Sebring race.  Many of the tales Rich 
has told me about this legendary racing event have been entertaining to say the least, 
and many can’t be repeated in this newsletter.  The wild days of Sebring are, like the 
days of “the bog” at Watkins Glen, long gone, but there is still a strong presence of fan 
“characters” attending the race and carrying on many traditions that make this event 
unlike other races.

I finally took Rich up on his annual invitation to join him and MoHud’s Mack 
McCormack flagging the race. Sebring’s race week takes place over four days, with 
several series making up this year’s event - Historic Sportscar Racing, Porsche GT3 
Cup, IMSA Lites, Continental Tire Sportscar Challenge, and Tudor United Sportscar 
Series all holding court at Sebring, March 18-21, 2015.  Four days of flagging can be 
exhausting, especially when you consider spending a good portion of your 12 - 15 hour 
days on your feet, but the draw of some exciting action from these series combined 
with the typical SCCA flagger camaraderie you experience at any track event made for 

an entertaining four days, to say 
the least.

Richard and Mack make up 
a portion of a group of SCCA 
flaggers who make a habit 
of covering Turns 9-10-11 of 
Sebring.  The fans who attend 
the race tend to occupy the same 
spots around the track year 
after year, so the flaggers and 
the fans can sometimes make 
acquaintances and become 
friends. The fans at Turn 10 are 
characters, but are also some 
of the friendliest fans at the 
race. They offered meals to us 
during the race weekend, and 
even some adult beverages at

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the end of the race day - the same adult beverages they’d been making available to 
themselves for most of the day and over the course of the four days of racing.

As a “Fuh-new-gee” (you can probably 
figure that one out yourself), I was 
introduced to the Turn 10 fans and 
given some mild hazing.  I had to stand 
in front of the Turn 10 fans and loudly 
proclaim “I LOVE PEANUT BUTTER!” 
- not understanding why at first, until 
I heard the fans’ response.  Again, 
decorum prevents me from adding the 
other parts that surround that phrase, 
but it was all in good fun.

The racing itself was pretty good this 
year from my perspective.  I’d never seen 
the HSR folks before, and the range of 
cars on track was amazing.  It was a 
crazy mix of cars from different eras and 
capabilities.  An ‘06 Red Bull Audi DTM 
car, ‘09 Oreca FLM09, ‘02 Chevy Monte 
Carlo ASA, ‘10 Chevy Camaro GT.R, 
‘13 Porsche GT Cup, and a menagerie 
of other cars made for some interesting 
action and some surprising results. 
The drivers didn’t appear to have the racing history that their cars had, so flaggers 
witnessed some “interesting” driver behavior, too. The IMSA Lites, GT3 Cup, and 
CTSC and TUSC folks were a bit more traditional.

On Thursday of race week, the Tudor series holds a night practice session from 
approximately 6pm to 9pm, to give the drivers some experience driving the course 
at night. This also allows the flaggers to gain experience with night flagging.  I did 
my best to learn the difference between the faster Prototype cars and the GT cars 
- their headlight colors (the Prototypes run white headlights, while the GT cars run 
yellow headlights), and tried to best gauge how to measure perceptions of when cars 
would overtake other cars simply by watching the closing rates of two beams of light 
approaching you.  It’s as difficult as it sounds.

On Friday, the CTSC series 
held their race - a 2.5 hour 
event.  Temperatures were 
much warmer than normal 
for that time of year - in the 
low 90’s for most of the days 
- but I lucked out by drawing 
duty at Turn 11 Friday, which 
enjoys being under the 
shade of a very large tree at 
that spot on the track.  The 
action at our section of the 
track was an orange BMW 
spinning at the exit of Turn 
10, ending up facing traffic, 
and causing oncoming traffic 
to attempt to split around 
him.  Several cars came 
together trying to avoid the 
spun BMW, and ended up 
damaging each other and 
the BMW.  The BMW lost a 
left from wheel in the incident, yet got itself turned around with some massive throttle 
inputs, but in the grass on driver’s right.  He attempted to re-enter the race surface, not 
realizing he was missing his wheel and suspension, but a quick signal from me using 
the universal hand drawn across my throat several times indicated to the driver he 
should shut it down.

Saturday was the big day for the 12 hour race.  Racing got underway around 10:30am, 
and continued right up until the ending fireworks at 10:40pm Saturday night.  We had a 
total of 11 flaggers for our three turns, which we turned into four teams of two flaggers, 
with the three corner captains - Rich, Mack, and Dave Hsu of DC Region, acting as 

floaters.  The four flagger teams would rotate 
between Turn 10 flags, resting, Turn 10 Comms, 
and Turn 11.  Turn 9 was left unmanned due to the 
lack of sufficient flaggers. Turn 10 required the use 
of hand signals as the flags were approximately 75 
feet or more up track from the actual corner, and 
the Turn 10 Comms team was the only group who 
could see the full section to Turn 11 if a yellow or 
white flag was needed for a car.  I’d never used 
those hand signals before, but I was able to pick 
them up quickly with the frequent use required for 
the turn.  We’d do an hour at each station, with the 
team that was serving the resting portion being

responsible for initiating the 
changing of the teams each 
hour. It worked well, and we 
were able to stay pretty fresh 
for the entire race.  My big 
moment came when the #31 
Whelen Daytona Prototype 
finally lost it’s right front 
wheel after making the turn 
at 10.  The loose wheel came 
gently rolling by us along the 
wall, and we watched it come 
to rest about 40 feet down 
from our station.  When I 
watched the incident on TV, 
I can see me holding the full 
course yellow flags as the 
wheel goes by, but no one 
would have recognized me 
from the distance the camera 
showed it. Central Florida 
Region did a pretty good job 
of delivering food and drinks 
to us during the race. During 
the race, I noticed fans 
dressed as Vikings and as Holstein cows, standing at the fence watching the race. Just 
a normal occurrence at Sebring. I’m told back in the day, some fans would have been 

nude or partially naked, but that was the good 
old days. By the time we arrived back at our 
rented house at the end of the night - seven 
of us flaggers stayed there - it was midnight. 
Having woken up at 5am to start that day, we 
slept well.

So, why did the chicken try to cross the 
track? Well, one of the fan camps known 
as “Dodge City”, where the fans build (yes, 
build, as in wood, nails, hammers -  one of 
many construction efforts I witnessed by 
fan groups) a replica store front of an Old 
West saloon, complete with porch, a fake 
cactus, and an inexplicable TV set that has

been converted into an aquarium.
Did it have fish? I didn’t have time to 
check it out, but I’m assuming it did, 
as Dodge City brought at least one 
chicken to complete the Wild West 
theme.  During Race 1 of the IMSA 
Lites start, Rich Alexander was on 
the “phones” (the radio and headset 
used to call into Race Control”, and 
while I was at Turn 11 I heard his 
familiar voice say “Control, this is 10 
Flags (10 Flags was the nearest of 
our posts to Dodge City). We have a 
chicken that is crossing the track near 
Turn 9.”   Control, to their credit, only 
sounded slightly incredulous (this is 
Sebring, after all): “Turn 10, is that on 
driver’s left or right?”   Rich continued 
“Driver’s right..... some drunk fans are 
attempting to catch him....  they’ve 
caught the chicken and are returning to 
Dodge City.”

From that moment on, whenever 
I was working at 10 Flags station, 
before cars came out on track, I could 
pick up the gentle clucking of a chicken.  It made me laugh hard every time I heard 
it, and I’m pretty sure I’m going to be disappointed the next time I go on station 
and I don’t hear a chicken clucking as I prepare for cars to come out on track.

I’m pretty sure I’ll be returning to Sebring for next year’s 12 hour race, chicken or 
no chicken.
